God’s Word is truly encouraging because it speaks about eternal hope. In light of
eternity, hope that lasts for only the years we live on earth is no hope at all. Jesus
understood that. The hope He gives is for this life and eternity.

Jesus said He came to give His
disciples abundant life (John 10:10)
and eternal life (John 3:15-16). Many
people in Israel struggled with Christ’s
teaching because they were thinking
about their lives on earth and not
eternity. Jesus spoke to the issues of
this life, but His primary concern was
eternal life. At a time when many of
Jesus’ disciples deserted Him because
of His teaching, the Lord turned to the
12 men He had chosen to be closest to
Him and asked them if they were also
going to leave Him. Simon Peter was
the first to answer: “ . . . Lord, to whom
shall we go? thou hast the words of
eternal life. And we believe and are
sure that thou art that Christ, the Son of
the living God” (John 6:68-69). Peter

went straight to the heart of the matter.
How could he possibly desert Christ in
light of the fact that Jesus was the
Christ, the Son of the living God, who
spoke the words of eternal life?

Grasping the importance of what Peter
said will change a person’s life forever.
Jesus Christ came from eternity into
time and space and spoke words of
eternal life. Every word that Jesus
spoke had eternity in view. An
understanding of this truth opens up
new treasures for you and me. It
changes the way we read our Bible.
